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Revised: 2022/11/09 « Introduction: Empowering women has become one of the vital
Accepted:2022/11/24 components of sustainable tourism development in tourist
destinations. At the same time, achieving gender equality and
empowering women is the fifth goal of the United Nations Sustainable
Development Program. Also, the tourism industry can create a
suitable field for entrepreneurship and women's participation in
business tourism and agriculture. With the introduction of women's
entrepreneurship, women's participation in development has
increased in many ways. However, there are many obstacles to
empowering women to achieve entrepreneurship, and perceptions of
women's work differ in different societies. This research investigate
the effect of women's entrepreneurship and the understanding of
women's work on the development of agricultural tourism through
the psychological, social, political and economic empowerment of
women.

Methods: The measurement tool in this research was a researcher-
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Women's Entrepreneurship made questionnaire. Statistical analysis was done using structural
Agricultural Tourism, : €quation method and using SPSS and Amos software. To determine

the causal relationship between the variables, the multivariate
multifactorial regression method was used in the structural equation
model. In order to test the hypotheses, p_value smaller than 0.05 was
considered as significant levels.The sampling method was non-
randomly available. Cochran's formula for unlimited communities
was used to select the sample. A questionnaire was used to collect
data, and its validity was confirmed through face validity and
reliability using Cronbach's alpha coefficient.

Findings: The results showed that entrepreneurship and women's
understanding of women's work has impact on the development of
agricultural tourism through psychological, social, political, and
= economic empowerment of women.

Introduction

In terms of tourism, the empowerment of
women is mentioned as an essential element
in the development of sustainable tourism.
One of the reasons why women can benefit
from this industry is the existence of
multiple job fields for entrepreneurs at the
beginning of the business. The structural
features of this category (variety of products,
create new types of tourisms, quick
development) have also provided various
opportunities to entrepreneurs women and
will lead to increasing the number of
entrepreneurs in this field. While tourism,
especially in rural areas has the potential to
empowering women, these benefits are not
always equitably distributed, and men are
usually at the forefront of tourism
development, marketing, and media
activities.

The current research was conducted using
a quantitative method and a questionnaire to
collect data from women entrepreneurs in
Oramanatregion in the tourism industry and
non-random sampling. 384 samples were
obtained. The validity of the questionnaire
was confirmed by the research expert with
Cronbach's alpha reliability of 4.1, which has
good reliability. Frequency tables and
descriptive statistics were used to describe
the demographic characteristics of the data,
and regression and structural equations
were used to examine the hypotheses and
the relationship between the variables. Also,
SPSS and AMOS were used to analyze the
data.

The results showed that the recognition
and activity of women in tourism predicts
their empowerment. The consistency of this
result can be seen in previous findings. Abu
Shuk et al. (2021) stated that women
working in tourism helps to empower
women, also perceptions of women working
in tourism and women's entrepreneurship
are essential predictors for women's
empowerment in tourism. Al-Shaer et al.
(2021) found that women's empowerment
has a positive and significant relationship
with tourism participation. Hau et al. (2021)

found that cultural norms and social
expectations obstacle women's
empowerment. This result means that
women's work perception is effective in
empowering them. Cognition of tourism
activities predicts psychological
empowerment in the tourism. Abu Shouk et
al. (2021) stated that Omani respondents are
completely agree with the psychological
empowerment of women and show a sense
of pride towards their country and culture.
The results of Artak et al.'s study (2020)
showed that when psychological
competence is high, women with higher
levels of mental development have a sense of
bliss, even in an inadequate condition. Gil
Ario et al. (2019) also mentioned that
agriculture in communities has improved
women's psychological empowerment in
general and encourages women to be leaders
in recover and preserving traditions.
Recognition of women's activity in tourism
predicts social empowerment in the tourism.

This article investigates the effect of
women's empowerment on the support of
tourism development in Aramanat. It also
shows the role of perception of women
entrepreneurs in tourism and women's
entrepreneurship in empowering women in
three study base. Their findings show that
understanding women's entrepreneurship is
the fund of women's empowerment. In
addition, due to the widespread adoption of
women's empowerment policies, women's
entrepreneurship in the tourism sector
predicts empowerment in the tourism. In
general, women's participation in tourism is
a potential stimulus for community
development, especially in rural areas.
Empowerment is necessary to achieve
gender equality and reduce the class gap
between men and women. Therefore, it is
recognized as an essential factor in
development. The more women expand
their abilities, become more active in
entrepreneurship, the more society
understands their work and activities, the
better and more tourism development will
be. According to the presented results, it is
possible to develop women's work by
proposing to hold various events related to
agricultural tourism in Oramanat. It is also
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suggested to hold festivals of harvesting
agricultural products and handicrafts with
the cooperation and leadership of women, to
increase the culture of women's work and to
explain the benefits of agricultural tourism
and women's work.
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
